The Landscape Architect utilizes landscape architectural and engineering knowledge to plan, design and implement 
recreation and natural resource capital improvement and land acquisition projects for the Lake County Forest Preserve 
District.  Manages project design and planning teams and monitors public access projects, consultants, and project 
implementation to ensure they comply with budgets, schedules, and contract specifications.  Conducts detailed field 
investigations, site inventories and technical analysis of soils, slopes, vegetation, drainage, and other existing conditions to 
determine design opportunities and constraints, and compiles and analyzes data to prepare feasibility studies and master 
land management plans for District properties.  Manages and directs outside consultants for the preparation of wetland 
studies, plant inventories, topographic surveying, civil engineering, architecture, contract document preparation, permitting 
and other specialties for the District’s planning or capital improvement projects.
